Abstract; It is impossible for Christian theory of natural law (emphasis on natural obligation ) to
step into modern rationalistic theory of natural law ( claim for natural right ) . without Aquinas’
thought innovation and theoretic turn. This paper investigates that Aquinas changed divine natural
law of the early Christianity into rational natural law, separated natural law {rom divine law, replaced
legal voluntarism with legal rationalism, within Christianity, and argues that Agquinas’ ideas of
religious natural law were pregnant with some elements of liberty and right in modern theory of
rationalistic natural law.
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
